
Automatic End of Month processing with End of Day.
Effective with Month End July 2004, you will no longer need to run Menu-17 for your End of Month (EOM) reports.  They will be run automatically after End of Day (EOD).
The End-Of-Day process has been modified to automatically run End-of-Month if the “GLsls” flag is set in the EOD Parameter Maintenance, Menu 12-6-6.

The EOM sleep time, as defined in the EOM Parameter, Menu 12-6-2, will be ignored when automatically running after End of Day.

The EOM process from Menu-17 is still available, but should NOT be run unless you are specifically instructed to do so by The Systems House support personnel.  It will only be used for restart purposes.  The sleep time in the EOM parameter will be used in that case.  

Entry of Menu-17 will display the following message:


IMPORTANT! EOM will run automatically after EOD if the


EOM reporting flag is set to ‘Y’.


Do not run selection 1 unless specifically


Instructed to do so by The Systems House.

If you have separate logins for EOD and EOM, you may want to use your EOM login for the EOD-EOM run. This will keep all the reports generated together. This will avoid deleting the EOM reports if you have your account setup to purge older EOD reports.
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
