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Rules Based 

Integrated General Ledger Setup

Introduction              

The Integrated General Ledger automatically debits and credits the appropriate accounts in the General Ledger Activity (GLA) and Chart of Accounts (C/A) files.  Both the Accounts Payable and the Accounts Receivable applications are integrated with the General Ledger system and update during the end of day process.
The setup for Vision’s Integrated General Ledger has been enhanced.  Additional parameters have been added to allow more flexibility in configuring where dollars are to be posted.
Business Impact

Existing databases will be converted to the new structure.  Ongoing maintenance will be done from the graphical part of the application on Vision Configuration tab ( Dealer information ( GL accounts.
Here is where you input all of your “control”, or fixed, General Ledger numbers that the system will use. (For example, the accounts receivable account and tax account.)

The miscellaneous charges that are added to your customers' orders, credit memos, and quotes must be booked to a General Ledger account. The GL Account setup allows you to establish the General Ledger numbers for all of the miscellaneous charge codes that you will use. 

Product related entries to General ledger (such as sales, inventory and cost of goods sold) are also specified in the GL Account setup.  These accounts are used when the system is posting customer invoices (AR) and vendor invoices (AP) to the General Ledger.
When specifying the account to use – you can use variable names.  For example CO-16000-000 indicates that the GL number will begin with the company number from the transaction.  Hovering over the account number box will inform the user what variable-formats are allowed.  
To modify GL Account setup
1. On the Vision Configuration tab, click the System Configuration button. The System Configuration screen appears.

2. Click the Dealer Information folder to expand its contents.

3. Click the GL Accounts subfolder. The GL Accounts screen appears.

4. Click the GL account type that you wish to modify or add a rule to.

5. In the upper portion of the window, you can mark an account to behave just like another account.  For example, if you setup the sales account & you don’t have a special designation for returned sales, you can setup the Returned Sales Account to Behave Same as Account sales.  Select the account in the Behaves Same As Account dropdown box.

6. In the upper portion of the window, you can put a Default Value on the account type.  This way if a transaction fails all the rules checks – it will use the default account.

7. The remaining part of the window is where you specify the rules to apply for that account.  Each account type has different parameters that can be used (specified below).
8. Right click the rule that you wish to modify or Right click in the rules area to add or delete a rule.  You can also right click the rules area to move rules up or down.

9. The application lets you identify the variables to look at to determine the account.  Different account types allow for different variables to be used in setting up the rules.  The variables used are as follows:

a. Company – Valid company number
b. Warehouse – Valid warehouse number
c. Warehouse Type – Inventory Class, valid entries are:  N (New Inventory), C (Core), W (Warranty), S (Scrap).  If using this option, please ensure that the inventory
d. Order Source – Valid Order Source
e. Bank – Valid Bank number
f. Salesman – A Sales Rep Number
g. Transaction Type – SALE or CORELOAN
h. Miscellaneous Charge Code – Assigned by the user to a transaction for additional fees, such as installation, rush order charge, etc.
i. Tax Jurisdiction Code – Valid Tax code
j. Variance Code – Valid Variance code
k. Job Code - A line item field that is currently populated through the interface with Pace Automotive service ship software.  It allows someone to steer GL entries towards accounts base on the type of repair, rather than the type of product.

l. Product Class – Valid product class
10. After you have chosen a variable, you then need to choose an operator.  The choices are: < (Less than), > (greater than), = (equal to), starts with, ends with, is in, is not in, is between, and list lookup.  You then fill in the argument that you need to compare with.  The Operator “between” requires two arguments.  When using “is in” & “is not in”, you may specify a list of arguments in argument 1. (ex. 001,003,006).  List lookup is available to speed processing if a large number of similar rules are necessary.  Please contact support if more information is needed on this option. 
11. Once you have set up the rules for an account, you can test the rules using the Test Rules button near the top right corner of the window.
