	Substitution Maintenance
(menu-12.3.8) has three new fields:
	To accommodate the Best Value Program unveiled in the new 2000 US Office Products Full-Line and Work Essentials catalogs, three new fields have been added to Vision.

	3. Preserve Sub From Price? (Y/N)
	The purpose of this field is to preserve the USO item’s pricing, regardless of what Sub To item is used.

	4. Permit Sub To Lower GP$? (Y/N)
	The purpose of this field is to substitute items that have the best back-end vendor rebates. 

	   What percentage lower?
	This is a required field if the user enters Y in the Permit Sub To Lower GP$ field.

Enter a percentage that limits how much less Gross Profit will be acceptable. 

	Order Entry Changes
	If the Sub To product does not come in the unit of measure ordered, the Order Entry operator will get an error message and the substitution is disallowed.


Best Value Program IT Implementation Steps

An overview of the Best Value Implementation Steps is given below.

	Action Step
	Who Does This Step

	1. Create USO product master and product detail records. This will have been completed by October 16.

Use the product numbers in the USOP Item Number column of the Final 2001 USO Best Value Sku Listing as the new product numbers.
	Purchasing Mangers at each USOP location are responsible for this step. 

	2. On October 23, set up the Recommended Sub To Product number as the Sub To product for each new USO product that you created. The Final 2001 USO Best Value Sku Listing provides the Sub To number for each USO product.

Note: If you stock Universal products from United (as Denver and St. Louis do) the UNV products can be used as the Sub To’s for the Best Value products.
	Purchasing Mangers at each USOP location are responsible for this step.

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	In the Full-Line and Work Essentials catalogs, the Value Button shield identifies Best Value items. These items represent private label items.

Table of Field Descriptions

Here’s a sample table with fields in the left column and descriptions in the right column.

	3. Preserve Sub From Price? (Y/N)
	The purpose of this field is to preserve the USO item’s pricing, regardless of what Sub To item is used.

Y = When the customer orders the Sub From item, the customer receives the Sub To product but the price of the originally ordered product (the Sub From item) is used. 

N = The default for this field is N, which means the price of the substituted item is used.

	4. Permit Sub To Lower GP$? (Y/N)
	The purpose of this field is to substitute items that have the best back-end vendor rebates. The cost of the Sub From may be higher (lower Gross Profit $), but with the rebates, the net/net cost is actually lower, so Vision will use the Sub To. However, the calculation will make certain that the decrease in the Gross Profit $ is limited to the percentage improvement that can be expected from rebates.

Y = Enter Y to allow substitution to a product with a lower Gross Profit dollar amount. If Y is entered, enter a percentage that limits how much less Gross Profit will be acceptable. See What percentage lower? below.

N = The default for this field is N.

	   What percentage lower?
	This is a required field if the user enters Y in the Permit Sub To Lower GP$ field.

Enter a percentage that limits how much less Gross Profit will be acceptable. Enter the percentage limit in the NNN.NN format.

	Order Entry Changes
	The impact of these Vision changes on Order Entry is fairly minimal. 

If the Sub To product does not come in the unit of measure ordered, the Order Entry operator will get an error message that says, 

“No compatible unit of measure; type Y to continue.” 

When the operator enters Y, the line item is deleted and the operator will be prompted for a new product number. In this situation, the operator will have to enter the Sub To product number with no way to preserve the price of the Sub From product.
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
